Let see which country’s drugged up professionals are the 
best and which country wins the gold for tampering with and circumventing doping 
guidelines. Yes, there are many inspiring stories—but, don’t get me started or out will 
come that curmudgeon again. And, yes, I’ve read that there still are some athletes who 
claim to be clean, but…go on then, pull the other one. And, in some instances it might 
get difficult to draw the line as to what is legal or moral—blood doping and training at 
high altitudes provides similar benefits to aerobic capacity, the VO2 Max, so athletes 
should be barred from training at high altitudes as well?  I find it hard, impossible actu-
ally, to be enthusiastic about such ventures, rife with corruption as they are. (It seems to 
me he’s getting more curmudgeonly as he gets older.

On to more pleasant things, like murder and mayhem…Bull Mountain ($22) by BRIAN 
PANOWICH is excellent. Clayton Burroughs comes from a long line of out-
laws.  For generations, the Burroughs clan has made its home on Bull Mountain in 
North Georgia, running shine, pot, and meth over six state lines, virtually untouched by 
the rule of law. To distance himself from his family’s criminal empire, Clayton took the 
job of sheriff in a neighboring community to keep what peace he can. But when a feder-
al agent with the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, and Firearms shows up at Clayton’s of-
fice with a plan to shut down the mountain if Clayton’s brother doesn’t agree to the 
generous offer the FBI is dangling, Clayton decides, against his better judgement, to ap-
proach his brother with the offer and try to talk sense into him. Knowing full well that 
his brother will just as soon shoot him on sight as listen to the proposal... But, proceed 
he does.     
 
This is a brilliant, sweeping narrative that spans decades and generation, it’s told from 
alternating points of view, and beautifully evokes the atmosphere of the mountain and 
its inhabitants: inbred maybe, and short on personal hygiene perhaps, but forbiddingly 
loyal and gritty and ruthless. A story of family—the lengths men will go to protect it, 
honour it, or in some cases destroy it. This is an assured debut and I’m hoping to see 
lots more from this writer. If you’re a fan of writers such as James Sallis, Daniel 
Woodrell, Larry Brown—three faves of mine—then you’re bound to love this. 
  
And talking of JAMES SALLIS, he has a new novel, Willnot ($31), and too is excel-
lent. A short read, which makes it even more priceless, but every word is to be sa-
voured.  Sallis, you might remember is the author of the John Turner novels, three fabu-
lous crime novels featuring a former cop, therapist, and ex-con, trying to escape his 
past, but getting involved in the small community somewhere near Memphis where he 
has ended up. Those three novels are now available in an omnibus edition, What You 
Have Left ($23.50) and I would heartily recommend them. Once you get done with 
Willnot, of course.  
 
Dr. Lamar Hale, our protagonist in this new novel, is another fine creation of Sallis. 
The story starts with the discovery of a mass grave in the woods outside the town of 
Willnot, and the locals are unnerved and unsettled. Dr. Hale, the town's general practi-
tioner and surgeon is called to investigate. Over the ensuing months, the daily dramas 
Hale faces as he tends to his town and to his partner, Richard, collide with the vagaries 
of life in Willnot, the amusing foibles of its residents. And when a gunshot aimed at 
young man on the run from the FBI and critically wounds Richard, Hale's world is truly 
upended. In his inimitable spare style, the author conjures indelible characters and 
scenes that will resonate long after you put the book down. "You live with someone 
year after year, you think you've heard all the stories," Lamar observes, "but you never 
have." Or, FBI agent, Theodora Ogden, who is after the young fugitive, is staying at the 
Best Western on the edge of town and Lamar tells her “You get tired of the Best West-
ern and all that luxury, we have a spare room. Go native, get your Margaret Mead on.” 
To which she replies “I did hear you and your partner are always taking in strays.” 
“We’re strays ourselves” replies Lamar.  
 
Loved it. In fact, so much so, that I’m going to re-read it. 
 
Marian was going on about a new Canadian writer, or new to us, MARIO BOLDUC, 
and his first novel, The Kashmir Trap ($17.99) and thought I might have some interest 
in it seeing as it is set in India at the turn of the century. India and Pakistan were once

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again close to war with each other in early 2002—as India blamed Pakistan-based ter-
rorist organisations for the attack on the Indian Parliament in December 2001—and I do 
pay some attention to what goes on over there as I still have family and, as it turns out, 
a few acres of farm land that I inherited from my father, in the Punjab. Well, thank you 
Marian, I’ve whipped through the first hundred pages or so and finding it rather inter-
esting. I’ll finish this and then re-read Willnot. Will.

Toasting Up Trouble ($10.99) by LINDA WIKEN is the first in a new series nick-
named “A Dinner Club Mystery.” J.J. Tanner is an events planner, and a member of the 
Culinary Capers dinner club, who is organizing an Italian princess party for the twenty-
one-year-old daughter of a high-tech millionaire. It’s just too bad that the hot-shot ca-
terer is murdered at the event and because J.J. had a massive argument with him at the 
end of the party she becomes the prime suspect. Lots of food, lots of cookbooks men-
tioned, and of course, a mystery for J.J. to solve. I liked the other members of the Din-
ner Club as well as J.J. They all seemed to be better cooks than her but she sure man-
aged to hold her own. You might know Linda as the author of the Ashton Corners Book 
Club series, penned under the name ERIKA CHASE. Those titles are Killer Read, Read 
and Buried, Cover Story ($8.99 each), Book Fair and Foul ($9.99) and Law and Author 
($10.99). Perfect summer reads.  
 
Linda will be at the Sleuth signing copies of her books sometime in October so stay 
tuned for the date!! She, along with Mary Jane Maffini (who writes under her own 
name and also with her daughter as Victoria Abbott), used to own the mystery 
bookstore in Ottawa. 
 
A Dark and Stormy Murder ($10.99) by JULIA BUCKLEY is another perfect summer 
read. Lena London wants to be a writer, so when she lands her dream job as a new as-
sistant to Camilla Graham, her favourite writer, she can’t believe her luck. Not only 
will she do research to help her idol write her new suspense novel but she and her cat 
will get to live rent-free in Camilla’s gorgeous Victorian along with Camilla and her 
two German Shepherds. But finding a dead body was not part of her plan! So the book 
has everything…dogs, cats, books, a dead body, two gorgeous guys, a beautiful man-
sion; I read it in one sitting and I’ll watch out for the next one. Ms. Buckley is also the 
author of The Big Chili (#1) ($10.49), the first in her Undercover Dish mystery series, 
which I also liked. The sequel to that one, Cheddar Off Dead (#2) ($10.99), is due at 
beginning of September 2016 and you can imagine I have one reserved for me. A nice 
new “cosy” mystery find. 
 
Way back in the good old days of the book business, 1989 to be exact, WALTER SAT-
TERTHWAIT wrote a mystery titled Miss Lizzie that was just ter r ific. It is, as you 
can probably surmise, about Lizzie Borden and the murder of her dad and stepmom. I 
loved it. It’s still available, beauty, but in an expensive trade paperback edition, not so 
beauty, at $35! A quarter-century later, okay, okay, I can subtract, 27 years later, and

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we get the sequel. Just an aside, Walter, at this rate I’m unlikely to get to read the third 
installment, just saying. New York Nocturne: The Return of Miss Lizzie (#2) ($22.00), 
has Lizzie Borden and sixteen-year-old Amanda Burton reuniting to solve the case of a 
grisly murder among the glitter of 1924 New York. I thoroughly enjoyed following 
Amanda, her uncle and Miss Lizzie through the streets of New York, to places like The 
Cotton Club and other hot spots, and New York of the ‘20s seems like such a happen-
ing, prosperous place. Of course, it was also rife with corruption and violence and 
choking over-population. I loved the story and the visit to New York. Here’s hoping 
that the third in the series will be here soon. Wait another 27 years for the next install-
ment, I don’t think I can!! 
 
Didn’t you just love The Unexpected Inheritance of Inspector Chopra (#1) ($19.49) by 
VASEEM KHAN? So charming and so completely “moreish.” I just didn’t want it to 
end. The Perplexing Theft of the Jewel in the Crown (#2) ($19.49) came in yesterday 
and I’ve got a copy tucked away in my book box to take to the cottage. I finally get 
more Insp. Chopra and the gorgeous baby elephant Ganesh! What fun that will be. 
Tucked away in the box are also two different wines, so I’ll have a choice to make 
when I sit down to read.   
 
Don’t ever tell me that we don’t have great Canadian mystery writers. New to the store 
is The Kashmir Trap ($17.99) by MARIO BOLDUC. Originally written in French in 
2004 but just now translated by Nigel Spencer, this is a terrific read featuring con man 
Max O’Brien who is wanted in three states and two provinces for some financial swin-
dles that he’s perpetrated. His brother and nephew, both in the Canadian diplomatic ser-
vice, have, let’s say, met with tragic ends and, despite being on the Montreal police’s 
Most Wanted List, Max, is bound and determined to find those responsible for the harm 
to his family. Set in India, Kashmir and Canada, in the early years of the 21st century, 
this is contemporary history of a very volatile corner of the world and the story rips 
along at a furious pace. I read it at an equally furious pace and the odd time I had to 
slow down reread a paragraph because I was not sure I got the “who did what to whom” 
intricacies, but, no matter, I couldn’t put the book down. I love stories that have an ele-
ment of espionage and this one certainly does. Not sure if there are further adventures 
of Max O’Brien, but if so, let’s get them translated please and let’s support our Canadi-
an mystery writers! 
 
       

 

ANDREWS, DONNA langslow DIE LIKE AN EAGLE (#20) ($36.99) Meg is 
Team Mom and Michael is coach of their twin sons' youth baseball team, the Caerphilly 
Eagles. Meg tangles with Biff Brown, the petty, vindictive league head. On opening 
day, Biff's lookalike brother is found dead in the porta-potty at the ball field. So many 
people think Biff's scum that it would be easy to blame him, but he has an alibi—and 
Meg suspects he may actually have been the intended victim. 
BANNALEC, JEAN-LUC dupin MURDER ON BRITTANY SHORES (#2) 
($34.99) Ten miles off the coast of Brittany lie the fabled Glenan Islands. Boasting 
sparkling white sands and crystal-clear waters, they seem perfectly idyllic, until one day 
in May, three bodies wash up on shore. At first glance the deaths appear accidental, but 
as the identities of the victims come to light, Commissaire Dupin is pulled back into ac-
tion for a case of what seems to be cold-blooded murder. Ever viewed as an outsider in 
a region full of myths and traditions, Dupin finds himself drawn deep into the history of 
the land. To get to the bottom of the case, he must tangle with treasure hunters, militant 
marine biologists, and dangerous divers. The investigation leads him further into the 
perilous, beautiful world of Glenan, as he discovers that there's more to the picturesque 
islands than meets the eye. Sequel to Death in Brittany aka death in pont-aven (#1) 
($22.99). 
BOOTH, STEPHEN SECRETS OF DEATH (#16) ($32.99) The new Cooper  & 
Fry thriller. Set in the beautiful and atmospheric Peak District, Detective Inspector Ben 
Cooper and his team in Derbyshire's E Division are back to solve a puzzling new mys-
tery. 
BOWEN, RHYS royals CROWNED AND DANGEROUS (#10) ($35) Nothing is 
simple when you’re thirty-fifth in line for the British crown, least of all marriage. But 
with love on their side, and plans to elope, Lady Georgiana Rannoch and her beau Dar-
cy O’Mara hope to bypass a few royal rules... 
CASTILLO, LINDA amish AMONG THE WICKED (#8) ($37.99) Chief of Police 
Kate Burkholder is called upon by the sheriff's department in rural, upstate New York 
to assist on a developing situation that involves a reclusive Amish settlement and the

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death of a young girl. Unable to penetrate the wall of silence between the Amish and 
"English" communities, the sheriff asks Kate to travel to New York, pose as an Amish 
woman, and infiltrate the community. Kate's long time love interest, State Agent John 
Tomasetti, is dead set against her taking on such an unorthodox assignment, but Kate 
can't turn her back, especially when the rumor mill boils with disturbing accounts of 
children in danger. She travels to New York where she's briefed and assumes her new 
identity as a lone widow seeking a new life. Kate infiltrates the community and goes 
deep under cover.

Its fifteen hundred miles of shore mean that wherever one stands, there is a 
view of the sea. It has sheltered voes and beaches and dramatically exposed cliffs, lush 
meadows full of wild flowers in the summer and bleak hilltops where only the hardiest 
of plants will grow. It is a place where traditions are valued and celebrated, but new 
technologies and ways of working are also embraced. In this gloriously illustrated com-
panion to her novels, the author takes readers through a year on Shetland, learning 
about its past, meeting its people, celebrating its festivals and seeing how the flora and 
fauna of the islands changes with the seasons. Whether it is the drama of the Viking fire 
festival of Up Helly Aa in winter, or the piercing blue and hot pink of spring flowers on 
the clifftops, the long, white nights of midsummer or the fierce gales and high tides of 
autumn, Shetland is vividly captured in all its bleak and special beauty. 
CONNOLLY, JOHN parker TIME OF TORMENT (#14) ($35.99) Dangerous and 
driven private investigator Charlie Parker returns in his latest thriller. Jerome Burnel 
was once a hero. He intervened to prevent multiple killings, and in doing so destroyed 
himself. His life was torn apart. He was imprisoned, brutalized. But in his final days, 
with the hunters circling, he tells his story to Charlie. He speaks of the girl who was 
marked for death, but was saved; of the ones who tormented him, and an entity that 
hides in a ruined stockade. Parker is not like other men. He died, and was reborn. He is 
ready to wage war. Now he will descend upon a strange, isolated community called the 
Cut, and face down a force of men who rule by terror, intimidation, and murder. All in 
the name of the being they serve. All in the name of the Dead King. 
COTTERILL, COLIN coroner I SHOT THE BUDDHA (#11) ($33.95) Laos, 1979: 
Retired coroner Siri Paiboun and his wife, Madame Daeng, have never been able to turn 
away a misfit. As a result, they share their small Vientiane house with an assortment of 
homeless people, mendicants, and oddballs. One of these oddballs is Noo, a Buddhist 
monk, who rides out on his bicycle one day and never comes back, leaving only a cryp-
tic note in the refrigerator: a plea to help a fellow monk escape across the Mekhong 
River to Thailand. Naturally, Siri can’t turn down the adventure, and soon he and his 
friends find themselves running afoul of Lao secret service officers and famous spiritu-
alists. Buddhism is a powerful influence on both morals and politics in Southeast Asia. 
In order to exonerate an innocent man, they will have to figure out who is cloaking ter-
rible misdeeds in religiosity.  
DOWNIE, RUTH medicus VITA BREVIS (#7) ($31) Ruso and Tilla's excitement 
at arriving in Rome with their new baby daughter is soon dulled by their discovery that 
the grand facades of polished marble mask an underworld of corrupt landlords and ver-
min-infested tenements. There are also far too many doctors—some skilled—but others 
positively dangerous. Ruso thinks he has been offered a reputable medical practice only 
to find that his predecessor Doctor Kleitos has fled, leaving a dead man in a barrel on 
the doorstep and the warning, "Be careful who you trust." Distracted by the body and 
his efforts to help a friend win the hand of a rich young heiress, Ruso makes a grave 
mistake, causing him to question both his competence and his integrity. With Ruso's 
reputation under threat, he and Tilla must protect their small family from Doctor 
Kleitos's debt collectors and find allies in their new home while they track down the 
vanished doctor and find out the truth about the heiress's dead father-- Ruso's patient—
and the unfortunate man in the barrel.

MacCrimmon Ruskin is prepping her wares for the annual Celtic heritage festival. But 
as a sinister crime wave washes over the quiet town, this year's celebration might prove 
a wee bit more eventful—and deadly—than tartan and bagpipes . . .When a fire ravages 
the local bookstore late one evening, Liss immediately fears the worst for owner Angie 
Hogencamp and the two young children who live above the shop. After the terrible 
blaze dies down, however, the family is nowhere to be found among the ruins. It's as if 
the three just vanished into smoke. Or even stranger—like they never existed at all.  
FAIRSTEIN, LINDA cooper KILLER LOOK (#18) ($37) New York City is one of 
the fashion capitals of the world, well-known for its glamour and style.  Nowhere is this 
more apparent than on the runway, where American haute couture continually astounds 
with its creativity, daring, and innovation in the name of beauty.  Yet high fashion 
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means high stakes, as Alex Cooper quickly discovers when businessman and designer 
Wolf Savage is found dead in an apparent suicide, mere days before the biggest show of 
his career. When the man's daughter insists Savage’s death was murder, the case be-
comes more than a media sensation: It is a race to find a killer in a world created entire-
ly out of fantasy and illusion. With her own job at the DA's office in jeopardy, and the 
temptation to self-medicate her PTSD with alcohol almost too strong to resist, Alex is 
not anyone's first choice for help.  But she is determined to uncover the grime—and the 
possible homicide—beneath the glitz.  
FOWLER, CHRISTOPHER LONDONS GLORY lost cases of bryant & may 
($50) In every detective’s life there are cases that can’t be discussed, and throughout 
the Bryant & May novels there have been mentions of some of these such as the Dept-
ford Demon or the Little Italy Whelk Smuggling Scandal. Now Arthur Bryant has de-
cided to open the files on eleven of these previously unseen investigations that required 
the collective genius and unique modus operandi of Arthur Bryant and John May and 
the Peculiar Crimes Unit—investigations that range from different times (London dur-
ing the Great Smog) and a variety of places: a circus freak show, on board a London 
Tour Bus and even a yacht off the coast of Turkey. 
GENTRY, AMY GOOD AS GONE ($34) Thir teen-year-old Julie Whitaker was kid-
napped from her bedroom in the middle of the night, witnessed only by her younger sis-
ter. Her family was shattered, but managed to stick together, hoping against hope that 
Julie is still alive. And then one night: the doorbell rings. A young woman who appears 
to be Julie is finally, miraculously, home safe. The family is ecstatic-but Anna, Julie's 
mother, has whispers of doubts. She hates to face them. She cannot avoid them. When 
she is contacted by a former detective turned private eye, she begins a torturous search 
for the truth about the woman she desperately hopes is her daughter.  
GREGORY, SUSANNA bartholomew GRAVE CONCERN (#22) ($36.99) Identi-
fying the murderer of the Chancellor of the University is not the only challenge facing 
physician Matthew Bartholomew. Many of his patients have been made worse by the 
ministrations of a 'surgeon' recently arrived from Nottingham, his sister is being rooked 
by the mason she has commissioned to build her husband's tomb, and his friend, Broth-
er Michael, has been offered a Bishopric which will cause him to leave Cambridge. 
Brother Michael, keen to leave the University in good order, is determined that the new 
Chancellor will be a man of his choosing. The number of contenders putting themselves 
forward for election threatens to get out of control, then more deaths in mysterious cir-
cumstances make it appear that someone is taking extreme measures to manipulate the 
competition. With passions running high and a bold killer at large, both Bartholomew 
and Brother Michael fear the very future of the University is at stake. 
HAMBLY, BARBARA january DRINKING GOURD (#14) ($44.99) Benjamin 
January is called up to Vicksburg, deep in cotton-plantation country, to help a wounded 
“conductor” of the Underground Railroad—the secret network of safe-houses that guide 
escaping slaves to freedom. When the chief “conductor” of the “station” is found mur-
dered, Jubal Cain—the coordinator of the whole Railroad system in Mississippi—is ac-
cused of the crime. Since Cain can’t expose the nature of his involvement in the rail-
road, January has to step in and find the true killer, before their covers are blown. As 
January probes into the murky labyrinth of slaves, slave-holders, the fugitives who fol-
low the “drinking gourd” north to freedom and those who help them on their way, he 
discovers that there is more to the situation than meets the eye, and that sometimes 
there are no easy answers. 
HOLT, ANNE wilhelmsen DEAD JOKER (#5) ($35) This next installment of the 
Edgar Award nominated-mystery series finds Hanne Wilhelmsen caught at a deadly 
crossroads…Chief Public Prosecutor Sigurd Halvorsrud’s wife is found dead in front of 
the fireplace in the family living room. The cause of death: she has been brutally decap-
itated. Her husband, who witnessed the grisly murder and is himself covered in blood, 
immediately falls under suspicion, though he claims his wife’s killer was Ståle 
Salvesen, a man he’d prosecuted years before. Detective Inspector Hanne Wilhelmsen 
is called in to lead the investigation with her old colleague, Billy T. Despite the circum-
stantial evidence, Hanne is unconvinced of Sigurd Halvorsrud’s guilt—that is, until a 
witness says he saw Ståle Salvesen commit suicide by jumping off a bridge days before 
the murder took place. Then a journalist at one of Oslo's largest newspapers is found 
beheaded. What links these two horrifically violent crimes? The demanding investiga-
tion soon clashes with a terrible crisis in Hanne’s personal life. Cecilie, the woman she 
has lived with for almost twenty years, has fallen seriously ill and doesn’t have much 
time to live. With a savage killer on the loose, Hanne must ask herself: Is the truth 
worth chasing at all costs?  
KROESE, ROBERT BIG SHEEP ($36.99) Los Angeles of 2039 is a baffling and 
bifurcated place. After the Collapse of 2028, a vast section of LA, the Disincorporated 
Zone, was disowned by the civil authorities, and became essentially a third world coun-
try within the borders of the city. Navigating the boundaries between DZ and LA prop-
er is a tricky task, and there's no one better suited than eccentric private investigator 
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Erasmus Keane. When a valuable genetically altered sheep mysteriously goes missing 
from Esper Corporation's labs, Keane is the one they call. But while the erratic Keane 
and his more grounded partner, Blake Fowler, are on the trail of the lost sheep, they 
land an even bigger case. Beautiful television star Priya Mistry suspects that someone is 
trying to kill her –and she wants Keane to find out who. When Priya vanishes and then 
reappears with no memory of having hired them, Keane and Fowler realize something 
very strange is going on. As they unravel the threads of the mystery, it soon becomes 
clear that the two cases are connected—and both point to a sinister conspiracy involv-
ing the most powerful people in the city.

As their 
criminal empire has grown more diverse, they have relied on an increasingly complex 
web of financial arrangements to keep their business safe. Now wealthy and aging, they 
have decided to retire from crime. But when New York actor Harry Murphy inadvert-
ently overhears the Bruschetti brothers plotting to tie-up lose ends, he is stricken by 
conscience and decides he must intervene. After flying to London in an attempt to warn 
one of the intended victims, Harry is caught in a shootout, forced into a high speed 
chase, mistaken for a Bruschetti agent, and handed a suitcase filled with cash. Out of 
his depth and in over his head, Harry decides to take matters into his own hands.  
PRETORIUS, MICHELLE MONSTER’S DAUGHTER ($35.99) Somewhere on the 
South African veld, 1901: At the height of the Boer War, a doctor at a British concen-
tration camp conducts a series of grim experiments on Boer prisoners. His work ends in 
chaos, but two children survive: a boy named Benjamin, and a girl named Tessa …One 
hundred years later, a disgraced young police constable is reassigned to the sleepy 
South African town of Unie, where she makes a terrifying discovery: the body of a 
woman, burned beyond recognition. The crime soon leads her into her country's violent 
past—a past that includes her father, a high-ranking police official under the apartheid 
regime, and the children left behind in that long ago concentration camp.  
ROWLING, J K HARRY POTTER AND THE CURSED CHILD PARTS ($39.99) 
Special Rehearsal Edition Script: The Official Script Book of the Original West End 
Production which premiered in London’s West End on July 30. Based on an original 
new story by J.K. Rowling, Jack Thorne, and John Tiffany, this play by Jack Thorne is 
the eighth story in the Harry Potter series and the first official Harry Potter story to be 
presented on stage.

But on 
the other hand, she also has some unfinished business with a temperamental man who 
believes Stone is an intolerable obstacle in the way of his goals. In a cat-and-mouse 
game that trails from sun-drenched Bel-Air to a peaceful European estate and gorgeous 
Santa Fe, Stone and his friend remain just one step ahead of their opponent.

BOLTON, S J DAISY IN CHAINS ($26.99) He loves her . He loves her  not. He's a 
serial killer. A murderer of young women, all killed in brutal attacks. But despite his 
conviction, he's always stuck to his story, he's innocent and he's been wrongly impris-
oned. And now he wants someone to investigate, and more importantly, to write his sto-
ry.

But things truly get complicated when one of his supposed mistresses is murdered. The 
Queen wants the whole matter hushed. But as the case unfolds, and Darcy, as always, 
turns up in the most unlikely of places, their investigation brings them precariously 
close to the prince himself. 
BOX, C J BADLANDS ($13.99) Twenty miles across the Nor th Dakota border , 
Cassie Dewell has been assigned as the deputy sheriff of Grimstad, the new oil capital 
of North Dakota. With oil comes money, with money comes drugs, and with drugs 
come the dirtiest criminals. In the small town resides twelve-year-old Kyle 
Westergaard. While delivering newspapers, he witnesses a car accident and takes a 
mysterious bundle from the scene. When a gang war heats up, Cassie realizes that she 
may be in over her head. As she is propelled on a collision course with a murderous en-
emy, she finds that the key to it all might come in the most unlikely form: an undersized 
boy who keeps showing up where he doesn't belong.

Something explosive is smoldering beneath the glossy facades and picturesque 
town square in Sanctuary, and the enemy is closer than he thinks. 
BRETT, SIMON pargeter MRS. PARGETERS PRINCIPLE (#7) ($27) For  Mrs. 
Pargeter, it is a matter of principle that she should complete any of her late husband’s 
unfinished business. Amongst the many bequests he made to her, perhaps the most val-
uable is his little black book, in which he listed all the people who ever worked for him, 
with details of their particular skill sets. This means that whenever Mrs. P has a crime 
to solve she can readily contact someone with the relevant expertise to help in her en-
quiries. Attending the funeral of the rich and respected Sir Normington Winthrop, be-
cause his is one of the names in the little black book, Mrs. Pargeter sets out to discover 
the connection between Sir Normington and her late husband.

BRUEN, KEN jack taylor GREEN HELL (#11) ($21.95) Jack Taylor , has hit rock 
bottom: one of his best friends is dead and the other has stopped speaking to him; he 
has given up on sobriety; and his firing from the Irish national police is ancient history. 
But Jack isn't about to embark on a self-improvement plan. Instead, he has taken up a 
vigilante case against a respected professor of literature at the University of Galway 
who has developed a savage habit his friends in high places are only too happy to ig-
nore. Jack unexpectedly gains a new sidekick after rescuing a preppy American student 
from a couple of kid thugs. The student, a Rhodes scholar, decides to devote himself to 
slinging back shots of Jameson and writing a biography of Galway's most magnetic 
rogue. Between pub crawls and street fights, Jack's vengeful plot against the professor 
soon spirals towards chaos, putting both the student and himself in danger. Enter Emer-
ald, an edgy young goth who could either be the answer to Jack's problems, or the last 
ripped stitch in his undoing.  
BRYNDZA, ROBERT GIRL IN THE ICE (#1) ($26) Her  eyes are wide open. Her  
lips parted as if to speak. Her dead body frozen in the ice... She is not the only one. 
When a young boy discovers the body of a woman beneath a thick sheet of ice in a 
South London park, Detective Erika Foster is called in to lead the murder investigation. 
The victim, a beautiful young socialite, appeared to have the perfect life. Yet when Eri-
ka begins to dig deeper, she starts to connect the dots between the murder and the kill-
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ings of three prostitutes, all found strangled, hands bound and dumped in water around 
London. What dark secrets is the girl in the ice hiding? As Erika inches closer to uncov-
ering the truth, the killer is closing in on Erika. The last investigation Erika led went 
badly wrong, resulting in the death of her husband. With her career hanging by a thread, 
Erika must now battle her own personal demons as well as a killer deadlier than any 
she's faced before.

BUIST, ANNE king MEDEA’S CURSE (#1) ($23.50) Natalie Richards works with 
women: victims and perpetrators of violent crime. Survivor of a tough childhood her-
self, she's now a dedicated, insightful professional doing her best to make a difference. 
She also rides a Ducati a couple of sizes too big and wears a tank top a size too small. 
Likes men but doesn't particularly want to keep one. And really needs to stay on her 
meds. Now she's being stalked. A disgruntled former patient? Or someone connected 
with a current case? Georgia Latimer, charged with killing her four children. Travis 
Hardy, deadbeat father of another murdered child; his second daughter has disappeared 
now, too.

CALLAGHAN, TOM borubaev KILLING WINTER (#1) ($24) An expensive Br it-
ish import. Set in the mountainous Central Asian republic of Kyrgyzstan, hard-bitten in-
spector Akyl Borubaev mourns the recent death of his beloved wife, the only humaniz-
ing force in his otherwise bleak life as a homicide detective in Bishkek. As he struggles 
to face his personal pain, Borubaev is assigned to investigate the murder of a young 
woman whose horribly mutilated body is found dumped in a public park. When Bo-
rubaev discovers the woman is the only daughter of Mikhail Tynaliev, the powerful and 
ruthless Minister of State Security, he realizes the case will probably destroy him, re-
gardless of where the evidence leads. Borubaev begins making enemies everywhere he 
turns, even as he is aided by a motley assortment of dangerous cutthroats: his wife's un-
cle Kursan, whose cross-border smuggling is the stuff of local legend; the explosive po-
lice chief, who wants the case solved as soon as possible; Saltanat, a beautiful and 
deadly agent of the Uzbek Security Service; an entire police force of bent cops; and 
members of the Kyrgyz mafia. All of which would just be another day in the life of 
Akyl Borubaev, if the investigation didn't turn up a blood-chilling connection to multi-
ple homicides across Kyrgyzstan, including one on a Russian military base. 
CAMERON, STELLA duggins OUT COMES THE EVIL (#2) ($26.95) Once 
again Alex Duggins and her veterinarian friend Tony Harrison are thrown into a major 
murder investigation. An almost fresh body is discovered in a disused well among the 
ruins of a 14th-century manor house, the motive for the killing a baffling mystery. The 
victim was a widow who had lived quietly in the picturesque Cotswolds village of Folly
-on-Weir for the past ten years. Who on earth could want her dead, and by such brutal 
means? As rumour and speculation engulf the town, another woman is attacked and 
Alex discovers that behind a tranquil face lurks a cunning and vengeful mind. Despite 
warnings from the police to stop interfering, she finds herself in the sights of a ruthless 
killer who has decided she knows too much. The first in the series is Folly ($26.99). 
CARLOTTO, MASSIMO FOR ALL THE GOLD IN THE WORLD ($20) One of 
the many robberies that plague Northeast Italy goes wrong and ends with a brutal mur-
der. The police investigation turns up nothing. Two years later, Marco Buratti, alias 
“the Alligator,” is asked to look into the crime and find out who was responsi-
ble. Buratti’s employer is young, the youngest client he has ever had; he is only twelve 
years old and is the son of one of the victims. The Alligator realizes right from the start 
that the truth is cloaked, twisted, shocking. Together with his associates, Beniamino 
Rossini and Max the Memory, he finds himself mixed up in a story involving contra-
band gold and blood vendettas between criminal gangs. Translated from the Italian. 
CASEY, DONIS OLD BUZZARD HAD IT COMING (#1) ($22) Alafair  Tucker  is 
a strong woman, the core of family life on a farm in Oklahoma where the back-breaking 
work and daily logistics of caring for her husband Shaw, their nine children, and being 
neighbourly requires hard muscle and a clear head. She’s also a woman of strong opin-
ions, and it is her opinion that her neighbour, Harley Day, is a drunkard and a reprobate. 
So, when Harley’s body is discovered frozen in a snowdrift one January day in 1912, 
she isn’t surprised that his long-suffering family isn’t, if not actually celebrating, much 
grieving. When Alafair helps Harley’s wife prepare the body for burial, she discovers 
that Harley’s demise was anything but natural, there is a bullet lodged behind his ear. 
Alafair is concerned when she hears that Harley’s son, John Lee, is the prime suspect in 
his father’s murder, for Alafair’s seventeen-year-old daughter Phoebe is in love with 
the boy. At first, Alafair’s only fear is that Phoebe is in for a broken heart, but as she 
begins to unravel the events that led to Harley’s death, she discovers that Phoebe might 
be more than just John Lee’s sweetheart: she may be his accomplice in murder. This 
book was originally published in 2005 but Marian just ordered it, although she can’t re-
member why!!  
CATES, BAILEY bakery SPELLS AND SCONES (#6) ($10.99) When the 
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bookshop next to the Honeybee Bakery hosts a signing for a Savannah radio celebrity's 
new self-help book, magical baker Katie Lightfoot is happy to provide some delectable 
desserts. A big crowd has turned out for the event, curious about the book (and maybe 
to sample some goodies), but the final chapter comes too soon for the author when she 
is found dead at the event. The prime suspect is Angie Kissel, a former witch whose fa-
miliar was once Katie’s own terrier, Mungo. Katie is at first hesitant to help, afraid of 
losing the little dog who has become so important to her. But after a little nudge from 
Mungo himself, Katie decides to help. 
CAVANAGH, STEVE PLEA ($23.99) For  years, major  New York law firm Har-
land & Sinton has operated a massive global fraud. The FBI are on to them, but they 
need witnesses to secure their case. When a major client of the firm, David Child, is ar-
rested for murder, the FBI ask con-artist-turned-lawyer Eddie Flynn to secure Child as 
his client and force him to testify against the firm. Eddie's not a man to be forced into 
representing a guilty client, but the FBI have incriminating files on Eddie's wife, Chris-
tine, and if Eddie won't play ball, she'll pay the price. When Eddie meets David Child 
he knows Child is innocent, despite the overwhelming evidence against him. With the 
FBI putting pressure on him to secure the plea, Eddie must find a way to prove Child's 
innocence while keeping his wife out of danger, not just from the FBI, but from the 
firm itself. 
CHAZIN, SUZANNE vega BLOSSOM OF BRIGHT LIGHT (#2) ($10.99) A split-
second decision thrusts Detective Jimmy Vega into the epicenter of a disturbing case 
when a body is found in the frosty woods near upscale Lake Holly, New York. With 
tensions in the community at a boiling point, Vega needs the help of his girlfriend, ac-
tivist Adele Figueroa, to pursue a dangerous murder investigation. But just as Vega 
learns that Adele herself is harbouring a secret, another body is discovered. It's clear no 
one is safe. No one is talking. And Vega and Adele are about to uncover a terrifying 
menace that lives deep within the heart of Lake Holly. The first tile is Land of Careful 
Shadows ($10.99). 
COCO, NANCY ALL YOU NEED IS FUDGE (#4) ($8.99) Fudge shop owner  Allie 
McMurphy is making fudgie treats for the annual yacht race, but a killer's stirring up a 
batch of trouble. The annual yacht race off the coast of Mackinac Island, Michigan, is a 
highlight of the summer season, and Allie is pulling out all the stops making chocolate 
centerpieces for the occasion. Unfortunately, she and her bichonpoo, Mal, also pull a 
dead body from the murky waters of the marina. When Allie's boyfriend's sister be-
comes the prime suspect, Allie dives into investigating the murder herself. Amid bitter 
feuds and hushed-up scandals, the courageous candy maker quickly gets in over her 
head. Someone is trying to fudge the facts to keep a secret worth killing for.  
COHU, WILL NOTHING BUT GRASS ($18.99) In the summer  of 1875, two trav-
elers walk south across the Lincolnshire Wolds to a village riven with dark se-
crets. When Norman Tanner kills his workmate on a cold February morning a century 
later, he thinks he's got away with murder. But Norman doesn't know about the work-
mate's girlfriend, or the child that will come back to haunt him; and how he is caught up 
in a story that stretches back to that Victorian summer. For some in the village of 
Southby and its nearby grand estate, man is master of his fate, and the world is full of 
meaning; for others there is nothing but grass. 
CONNOR, JOHN ICE HOUSE ($16.99) Car l Bowman is a killer . An assassin for  
hire whose latest assignment is to take out a ten-year-old girl. He doesn't know what 
she's done or why someone wants her dead. He just knows he has to kill her. But with 
the girl in his sights, Carl can't bring himself to pull the trigger. Instead he goes on the 
run, taking her with him. In a small village in Southern Spain, Julia Martin's carefully 
constructed life is falling apart. Her husband and his mistress have been killed in an ex-
plosion in their home and her daughter, Rebecca, has disappeared. Julia has been flee-
ing the secrets of her past for over a decade and it seems they've finally caught up with 
her. To get her daughter back, Julia must confront a truth she's spent years running from 
and call on an acquaintance she's done everything in her power to avoid. 
CORNWELL, BERNARD GALLOWS THIEF ($16.99) Or iginally published in 
2001. 1817 Britain: after the wars with France, when unemployment was high and sol-
diers could be paid off, when the government was desperately afraid of social unrest, 
any crime was drastically punished and thousands were hung. But one could petition 
the King and an investigation might ensue. It is 1817 and Charles Corday, a portrait 
painter, has only seven days to live. He has been found guilty of murdering a Countess 
whom he was in the process of painting. He had been sentenced to hang, and political 
pressures make it expedient for the Home Office to confirm his guilt. The man appoint-
ed to investigate is Rider Sandman, whose qualifications for the job are non-existent 
and who is currently down on his luck. But Sandman's investigations reveal much that 
does not fit the verdict, and too many people determined to halt his activities. 
D’AVANZO, CHARLENE COLD BLOOD, HOT SEA ($21.95) When a colleague 
is killed aboard the research vessel Intrepid, oceanographer Mara Tusconi believes it's 
no accident. As she investigates, Mara becomes entangled in a scheme involving pow-
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erful energy executives with much to lose if her department colleagues continue their 
climate change research. Mara's career, and life, is on the line, threatened by intrigue as 
big and dark as the ocean. A debut novel. 
DAWSON, JILL CRIME WRITER ($23.99) In 1964, the eccentr ic Amer ican nov-
elist Patricia Highsmith is hiding out in a cottage in Suffolk in order to concentrate on 
her writing. She has other motives too - a secret romance with a married woman based 
in London and her dislike of the fame and attention that has followed her since her first 
novel was made into a Hitchcock film and her fourth, The Talented Mr. Ripley, was 
published to such acclaim. Unfortunately, it soon becomes clear that Pat is not alone: all 
her demons have come with her. Prowlers, sexual obsessives, frauds, imposters, sui-
cides and murderers: the tropes of her fictions clamour for her attention, rudely intrud-
ing on her peaceful Suffolk retreat. After the arrival of Ginny, an enigmatic young jour-
nalist who would like to interview her, events begin to turn catastrophically dark, end-
ing in a fatal accident. Except, as always in Pat's troubled and eventful life, perhaps 
things are not as they seem. 
DE GIOVANNI, MAURIZIO piz DARKNESS FOR THE BASTARDS OF PIZ-
ZOFALCONE (#2) ($23) A kidnapped child and the burglary of a high-class apart-
ment: two crimes that seem to have no connection at all until Inspector Lojacono, 
known as "The Chinaman," starts to investigate. Set in contemporary Naples the stories 
draw inspiration from Ed McBain's 87th Precinct novels and features a large cast of 
complicated cops doing battle with ruthless criminals. The first in the series is The Bas-
tards of Pizzofalcone ($24.00). 
DE KAT, OTTO NEWS FROM BERLIN ($14.99) In War  time Europe Dutch dip-
lomat Oscar Verschuur has been posted to neutral Switzerland. His family is spread 
across Europe. His wife Kate works as a nurse in London and their daughter Emma is 
living in Berlin with her husband Carl, a "good" German who works at the Ministry of 
Foreign Affairs. Briefly reunited with her father in a restaurant in Geneva, Emma drops 
a bombshell. A date and a codename, and the fate of nations is placed in Verschuur's 
hands: June 22, Barbarossa. What should he do? Warn the world, or put his daughter's 
safety first? The Gestapo are watching them both. And with Stalin lulled by his alliance 
with Hitler, will anyone even listen? 
DE MURIEL, OSCAR STRINGS OF MURDER ($16.99) Edinburgh, 1888. A vio-
linist is murdered in his home. The dead virtuoso's maid swears she heard three musi-
cians playing in the night. But with only one body in the locked practice room, and no 
way in or out, the case makes no sense. Fearing a national panic over another Ripper, 
Scotland Yard sends Inspector Ian Frey to investigate under the cover of a fake depart-
ment specializing in the occult. However, Frey's new boss, Detective 'Nine-Nails' 
McGray, actually believes in such supernatural nonsense. McGray's tragic past has 
driven him to superstition, but even Frey must admit that this case seems beyond rea-
son. And once someone loses all reason, who knows what they will lose next. 
DEAVER, JEFFERY W BLUE NOWHERE ($12.99) Originally published in 
2001. People in Silicon Valley are dying. A mysterious, psychotic, and brilliant com-
puter hacker, code-named Phate, is infiltrating their computer, invading their lives, and 
with the perfect line, the perfect, personal detail, luring them to their deaths. Desperate, 
the head of the Computer Crimes Division frees Wyatt Gillette, imprisoned on his own 
hacking charge, to aid the investigation. Gillette has wrangled with Phate before and is 
glad to have his chance for revenge. But when the head of the CCD, and the man who 
hired him, is murdered, Wyatt must report to Frank Bristol, a grizzled homicide detec-
tive who favours old-fashioned sleuthing and forensic evidence to track killers. Togeth-
er, Wyatt and Bristol make an unlikely team but with the same villain in their cross-
hairs, they’ll have to learn to get over the generational, and technological, gaps. 
DEXTER, COLIN WAY THROUGH THE WOODS (#10) ($18.99) Re-issues. 
DEXTER, COLIN LAST BUS TO WOODSTOCK (#1) ($18.99) Re-issues. 
DOBSON, JOANNE pelletier MALTESE MANUSCRIPT (#5) ($22.50) In classic 
noir tradition, English Professor Karen Pelletier gains a client when her office door 
opens and a famous Private Eye novelist enters. The author is dogged by Trouble (a 
Rottweiler) and by a problem. And since Sunnye Hardcastle (a Patricia Cornwell looka-
like) will be a featured speaker in the English Department's upcoming conference on 
the murder mystery (from a Feminist Perspective), Karen is intrigued. The next thing 
you know, one midnight someone rushes out of the Enfield library with an armload of 
rare books. In fact, the library is missing a truckload of its treasures. Then a suspect is 
found dead in the stacks, his neck broken. With a real private eye on the case, the hunt 
is on--for the manuscript of Hammett's famous novel, The Maltese Falcon, for the miss-
ing books, and for potential murder suspects. Originally published in 2012, let us know 
if you need a copy. 
DORSEY, TIM serge storms SHARK SKIN SUITE (#18) ($17.50) When it comes 
to swimming with the sharks, there is no bigger kahuna than Serge Storms. Binging on 
a marathon of legal movies set in Florida, Serge finds his calling: the law. Never mind 
law school or that degree, Serge becomes a freelance fixer—wildcat paralegal and pil-
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grim to the hallowed places where legal classics of the big screen were filmed practical-
ly in his own backyard.  One of Serge’s old flames, young lawyer Brook Campanella, is 
also a rising star thanks to her expertise in the field of foreclosure law. Ruthless at tak-
ing down the greedy banksters kicking people out of their homes, she lands a major 
class-action lawsuit, and wins big. The opposition is determined to shut her down and 
they’ll go to extreme lengths to do it. Luckily for her, Serge has been hired to do some 
investigative legwork on the case. There's nothing he likes better than saving a damsel 
in distress, especially when it means kicking a bunch of shyster butt. The mayhem 
comes to a hilarious head at the Key West courthouse, at the height of the island’s rau-
cous Fantasy Fest street carnival, and no one, including Serge, will ever be the same. 
DOYLE/DAVIES, DAVID STUART FURTHER ADVENTURES OF SHER-
LOCK HOLMES ($12.95) A visit from the distraught Ronald Temple sets Sherlock  
Holmes and Dr. Watson on the hunt for a kidnapped child. With no ransom note and a 
sinister connection to the highest echelons of Victorian society, it becomes clear that it 
is no ordinary kidnapping, and soon the companions’ lives are in danger. What is the 
child’s true heritage? And what is the connection with the Whitechapel murders of a 
decade before? 
EASTLAND, SAM pekkala BERLIN RED (#7) ($27.99) Apr il, 1945. East of Ber -
lin, the Red Army stands poised to unleash its final assault upon the ruined capital of 
Hitler's Thousand Year Reich.  To the north, at a lonely outpost near the Baltic sea, 
German scientists perfect a guidance system for the mighty V2 rocket, which has al-
ready caused massive damage to the cities of London and Antwerp. This device, known 
only by the codename Diamondstream, will allow the rocket to arrive at its target with 
pin-point accuracy. So devastating is the potential of this newly-mastered technology 
that Hitler's promise to the German people of a 'miracle weapon' that will turn the tide 
of the war might actually come true. When a radio message sent to Hitler's Headquar-
ters, heralding the success of Diamondstream, is intercepted by an English listening sta-
tion, British Intelligence orders one of its last agents operating in Berlin to acquire the 
plans for the device, Desperate to evacuate their agent from the doomed city before the 
Red Army swarms through its streets, British Special Operations turns to the Kremlin 
for help. They ask for one man in particular - Inspector Pekkala. Anxious to acquire the 
plans for himself, Stalin readily agrees to risk his finest investigator on what appears to 
be a suicide mission. But when Pekkala learns the reason that the British have singled 
him out, he knows that he must make the journey, no matter what the outcome might 
be. The agent he must rescue is the woman he had planned to marry, before the Revolu-
tion tore them apart, sending her to Paris as a refugee and Pekkala to a gulag in Sibe-
ria. This time, for Pekkala, it is personal. 
ERIKSSON, KJELL lindell OPEN GRAVE (#6) ($22.99) Professor  Ber tram von 
Ohler has been awarded the Nobel Prize for medicine. This news causes problems in 
his otherwise quiet upper-class neighbourhood. Not everybody is happy with the choice 
of winner. Mysterious incidents start to occur. Boyish pranks befall the police, and what 
follows is certainly not innocent amusement. Police inspector Ann Lindell becomes in-
volved in the case and immediately is transported back into her past. 
FINCH, CHARLES lenox HOME BY NIGHTFALL (#9) ($22.99) It' s London in 
1876, and the whole city is abuzz with the enigmatic disappearance of a famous foreign 
pianist. Lenox has an eye on the matter - as a partner in a now thriving detective agen-
cy, he's a natural choice to investigate. Just when he's tempted to turn his focus to it en-
tirely, however, his grieving brother asks him to come down to Sussex, and Lenox 
leaves the metropolis behind for the quieter country life of his boyhood. Or so he 
thinks. Something strange is afoot in Markethouse: small thefts, books, blankets, ani-
mals, and more alarmingly a break-in at the house of a local insurance agent. As he and 
his brother investigate this accumulation of mysteries, Lenox realizes that something 
very strange and serious indeed may be happening, more than just local mischief. Soon, 
he's racing to solve two cases at once, one in London and one in the country, before ei-
ther turns deadly. 
FLYNN, RORY harkness THIRD RAIL (#1) ($20.95) Harvard-educated Eddy 
Harkness was a rising star in an elite Boston Police Department narcotics unit until he 
was blamed for the death of a Red Sox fan in the chaotic aftermath of a World Series 
win. Scapegoated and exiled, Harkness empties parking meters in the sleepy town of 
Nagog while struggling to clear his name. Then one night his police-issue Glock disap-
pears. Unable to report the theft, he starts a secret search, just as a string of fatal acci-
dents lead him to uncover a dangerous new smart drug, Third Rail. With only a plastic 
gun to protect him, Harkness begins a high-stakes investigation that leads him into the 
highest levels of Boston's power base, where politicians and criminals intertwine to 
deadly effect. 
FORD, G M waterman SALVATION LAKE (#9) ($24) At the end of an especially 
raucous day at his neighbourhood bar, private eye Leo Waterman is surprised to see his 
old flame, Rebecca Duval, walk in the door. But King County’s medical examiner is 
here on business, not pleasure. Two dead bodies, covered by an old coat that once be-
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longed to Leo’s father, have turned up in the trunk of a car. The only thing that seems to 
connect the men is a controversial local church and its charismatic pastor. With help 
from Rebecca and surveillance expert Carl Cradduck, Leo begins to put the pieces of 
the puzzle together. While a pair of goons do their best to chase him off the case, Leo 
painstakingly retraces the victims’ final days, charting their unusual search for redemp-
tion, from a downtown homeless encampment to suburban McMansions to the shores 
of Salvation Lake. There Leo must confront an opponent hell-bent on retribution in or-
der to get to the twisted truth about the killings. 
FOSSUM, KARIN sejer DROWNED BOY (#11) ($16.99) A 16-month-old boy is 
found drowned in a pond right by his home. Chief Inspector Sejer is called to the scene 
as there is something troubling about the mother's story. As even her own family turns 
against her, Sejer is determined to get to the truth. 
FOSSUM, KARIN sejer HELLFIRE (#12) ($25) Inspector  Konrad Sejer  is called 
to investigate the double murder of a mother and her young son. They have been found, 
knifed repeatedly, in a worn-out caravan on a remote piece of land. A bloody footprint 
is discovered. Meanwhile, another mother, dying of cancer, confesses to her 21-year-
old son that he is adopted. The man who abandoned them, whom the boy has become 
obsessed by, is not his real father.  
FOX, SARAH music lovers DEADLY OVERTURES ($14.99) Three talented clas-
sical music composers have been named finalists in a composing competition hosted by 
the Point Grey Philharmonic. With money and egos on the line, it doesn’t surprise vio-
linist Midori Bishop that the competition has brought out jealousy and bitter rivalries 
among the entrants. What does surprise her is finding one of the finalists murdered in 
the theatre. With a cloud of suspicion hanging over the symphony’s esteemed concert-
master, Midori orchestrates her own investigation, uncovering a medley of dark secrets 
and motives for murder. But can she bring the truth to light before the killer silences her 
forever? 
GEORGE, ELIZABETH lynley BANQUET OF CONSEQUENCES (#19) ($22) 
The suicide of William Goldacre is devastating to those left behind who will have to 
deal with its unintended consequences. Could there be a link between the young man’s 
leap from a Dorset cliff and a horrific poisoning in Cambridge? After various issues 
with her department, Barbara Havers is desperate to redeem herself. So when a past en-
counter gives her a connection to the unsolved Cambridge murder, Barbara begs Thom-
as Lynley to let her pursue the crime, knowing one mistake could mean the end of her 
career. 
GERBER, DARYL cookbook GRILLING THE SUBJECT (#5) ($10.99) As the 
Wild West Extravaganza rides into Crystal Cove, California, Cookbook Nook store 
owner Jenna Hart is ready to indulge her appetite for grilled and barbecued treats and 
maybe even try the Texas skip. But when the body of one of her father’s neighbours is 
found the next morning smoldering in a bonfire, the rodeo revelry is extin-
guished. Sylvia Gump had acquired plenty of enemies with her practice of illegally en-
croaching on her neighbours’ properties, including Jenna’s dad, who was off fishing by 
himself and has no alibi for the murder. Now it’s up to Cary Hart’s dutiful daughter to 
clear his name before the real killer turns up the heat and rakes someone else over the 
coals. 
GOLDSWORTHY, ADRIAN WHOSE BUSINESS IS TO DIE ($16.99) It' s 1811. 
Wellington has finally driven Napoleon's armies from Portugal, but the cost has been 
high. Fearing a French counter-attack, the British must rally their tired men and go on 
the offensive. Lieutenant Hamish Williams of the 106th Foot relishes the call to action. 
Spurred on by the prospect of at last redeeming himself in the eyes of Jane McAndrews, 
he hopes for a battlefield promotion. But Williams is marching into the bloodiest battle 
of the war - Albuera. As entire regiments are destroyed in the desperate pursuit of victo-
ry, the fate of Williams and his comrades hangs in the balance.  
GRAFTON, SUE X ($12.99) X:  The number ten. An unknown quantity. A mistake. A 
cross. A kiss. The shortest entry in Webster’s Unabridged. Derived from Greek and 
Latin and commonly found in science, medicine, and religion. The most graphically 
dramatic letter. Notoriously tricky to pronounce: think xylophone. The twenty-fourth 
letter in the English alphabet. Sue Grafton’s X: Perhaps her  darkest and most 
chilling novel, it features a remorseless serial killer who leaves no trace of his crimes. 
Once again breaking the rules and establishing new paths, Grafton wastes little time 
identifying this sociopath. The test is whether Kinsey can prove her case against him 
before she becomes his next victim. 
GREGORIO, MICHAEL mafia CRY WOLF (#1) ($26) Introducing resourceful 
park ranger Sebastiano Cangio in the first of a brand-new crime series set against the 
glorious landscape of Italy’s Umbria region. Sebastiano Cangio has just accepted his 
dream job as a park ranger in the stunning Sybilline Mountains National Park in central 
Italy; it's a unique opportunity to study and live amongst the wild mountain wolves he 
loves so much. But when a series of devastating earthquakes rocks the region, the 
dream looks set to become a nightmare. With the area evacuated, the Mafia seize their 
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chance to move in to pursue their own sinister agenda and Sebastiano finds himself the 
only person in a position to stop them. As he embarks on a lone mission to protect the 
beautiful, unspoiled landscape and ensure the survival of the wolf pack, Sebastiano 
finds himself up against a menacing trail of corruption: a trail that leads all the way to 
the top. 
GREGORY, SUSANNA bartholo POISONOUS PLOT (#21) ($15.99) In 1358, 
over a century after its foundation in Cambridge, the college of Michaelhouse is facing 
a serious shortfall of funds and competition from upstarts rivals such as Zachary Hostel. 
Their problems are made no easier by the hostility of the town's inhabitants who favour 
the university moving away to the Fens. This simmering tension threatens to break into 
violence when a well-known tradesman is found dead in one of the colleges. Matthew 
Bartholomew knows he was poisoned but cannot identify the actual substance, never 
mind the killer. He also worries that other illnesses and deaths may have been caused 
by the effluent from his sister's dye works. Torn between loyalties to his kin and to his 
college, he fears the truth may destroy both his personal and professional life, but he 
knows he must use his skills as a physician to discover the truth before many more lose 
their lives entirely. 
GRIPPANDO, JAMES swyteck CASH LANDING (#12) ($12.50) Every week, a 
hundred million dollars in cash arrives at Miami International Airport, shipped by Ger-
man banks to the Federal Reserve. A select group of trusted workers moves the bags 
through Customs and loads them into armored trucks. Ruban Betancourt has always 
played by the rules. But the bank taking his house and his restaurant business going 
bust has driven him over the edge. He and his wife deserve more than life has handed 
them, and he’s come up with a ballsy scheme to get it. With the help of an airport insid-
er, he, his coke-head brother-in-law, Jeffrey, and two ex-cons surprise the guards load-
ing the armored trucks and speed off with $7.4 million in the bed of a pickup truck. In-
vestigating the heist, FBI agent Andie Henning, newly transferred to Miami from Seat-
tle, knows the best way to catch the thieves is to follow the money. Jeffrey’s drug ad-
diction is as conspicuous as the Rolex watches he buys for dancers at the Gold Rush 
strip club. One of the ex-cons, Pinky Perez, makes no secret of his plan to own a swing-
er’s club, which will allow him carte blanche with his patrons’ wives. Levelheaded Ru-
ban is desperately trying to lay low and hold things together. But Agent Henning isn’t 
the only one on their trail, and in the mob-meets-Miami fashion, these accidental 
thieves suddenly find themselves way in over their heads and sinking fast. 
GRISHAM, JOHN ROGUE LAWYER ($12.99) On the r ight side of the law, sor t 
of, Sebastian Rudd is not your typical street lawyer. His office is a customized bullet-
proof van, complete with Wi-Fi, a bar, a small fridge, and fine leather chairs. He has no 
firm, no partners, and only one employee: his heavily armed driver, who also so hap-
pens to be his bodyguard, law clerk, confidant, and golf caddie. Sebastian drinks small-
batch bourbon and carries a gun. He defends people other lawyers won’t go near: a drug
-addled, tattooed kid rumored to be in a satanic cult; a vicious crime lord on death row; 
a homeowner arrested for shooting at a SWAT team that mistakenly invaded his house. 
Why these clients? Because Sebastian believes everyone is entitled to a fair trial, even 
if he has to bend the law to secure one. 
HAIG, BRIAN NIGHT CREW ($22.95) Lieutenant Colonel Sean Drummond, a 
cocky US Army lawyer who’s not afraid to be blunt, finds himself up to his neck in a 
case he didn’t ask to take. Five US soldiers, tasked with guarding Iraqi prisoners, stand 
accused of committing depraved atrocities against their charges. Drummond is assigned 
to defend one of them: a hardscrabble young woman who is either incredibly naive or 
deceptively evil and whose incriminating photos made the case an international scandal. 
Drummond and his co-counsel, the fiercely antiwar Katherine Carlson, have a compli-
cated and combative history, but they can’t afford to get distracted now. They must de-
termine what drove five young patriots to fall so far to the dark side of human nature. 
As Drummond uncovers evidence that his client has been used as a pawn in a secret 
strategy involving torture, he realizes that he’s caught up in a conspiracy that reaches 
the highest levels of government. Breaking down the US military’s formidable stone-
walling could destabilize the government and put his life at risk, but Drummond’s not 
the type to back away from a good fight. 
HARRIS, SHAUN HEMINGWAY THIEF ($17) Novelist Henry “Coop” Cooper is 
contemplating a new book between sipping rum and lounging on a Baja beach with ho-
tel owner Grady Doyle. When Grady tries to save a drunk from two thugs, Coop tags 
along for the sake of a good story. The drunk is Ebbie Milch, a small-time thief on the 
run in Mexico because he has stolen the never-before-seen first draft of Ernest Heming-
way’s A Moveable Feast from a wealthy rare book dealer. The stolen manuscript is 
more than just a rare piece of literary history. It reveals clues to an even bigger prize: 
the location of a suitcase the young, unpublished Hemingway lost in Paris in 1922. A 
year’s worth of his stories had vanished, never to be seen again. Until now. But Coop 
and Grady aren’t the only ones with their eyes on this elusive literary prize, and what 
starts as a hunt for a legendary writer’s lost works becomes a deadly adventure. For Co-
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op this story could become the book of a lifetime, if he lives long enough to write it. A 
debut novel. 
HAWLEY, NOAH GOOD FATHER ($22) As a rheumatologist, Dr . Paul Allen's 
specialty is diagnosing patients other doctors have given up on. His son, Daniel Allen 
has always been a good kid but, as a child of divorce, he is also something of a drifter. 
Which may be why, at the age of nineteen, he quietly drops out of Vassar and begins an 
aimless journey across the United States, shedding his former skin and eventually even 
changing his name. One night, Paul is home with his family when a televised news re-
port announces that the Democratic candidate for president has been shot, and Daniel is 
the lead suspect. Convinced of his son’s innocence Paul begins to trace his son’s steps 
to see where Daniel, or perhaps Paul, went wrong, beginning a harrowing journey, 
about the responsibilities of being a parent and the capacity for unconditional love in 
the face of an unthinkable situation, that keeps one guessing until the very end. 
HESSE, JENNIFER D MIDSUMMER NIGHT’S MISCHIEF ($8.99) As the Sum-
mer Solstice approaches in idyllic Edindale, Illinois, attorney Keli Milanni isn't feeling 
the magic. She's about to land in a cauldron of hot water at work. Good thing she has 
her private practice to fall back on as a Wiccan. She'll just have to summon her inner 
Goddess and set the world to rights. Midsummer Eve is meant for gratitude and cele-
bration, but Keli is not in her typically upbeat mood. The family of a recently deceased 
client is blaming her for the loss of a Shakespearean heirloom worth millions, and 
Keli's career may be on the line. With both a Renaissance Faire and a literary conven-
tion in town, Edindale is rife with suspicious characters, and the intrepid attorney de-
cides to tap into her unique skills to crack the case. But Keli weaves a tangled web 
when her investigation brings her up-close and personal with her suspects, including 
sexy Wes Callahan, her client's grandson. The tattooed bartender could be the man she's 
been looking for in more ways than one. As the sun sets on the mystical holiday, Keli 
will need just a touch of the divine to ferret out the real villain and return Edindale, and 
her heart, to a state of perfect harmony. 
HIGHSMITH, PATRICIA FOUND IN THE STREET ($21.95) Elsie Tyler  turns 
heads wherever she goes. After leaving her hometown upstate for Greenwich Village, 
the charming young waitress soon finds herself surrounded by admirers, including Jack 
and Natalia Sutherland, a married couple who invite Elsie into their bohemian inner cir-
cle and help her launch a career as a model. Meanwhile, Ralph Linderman, a middle-
aged security guard with a dog named God, is nursing his own obsession with Elsie. He 
sets out to protect her from the 'bad company' she attracts, but his uninvited affections 
are overbearing, possibly even pathological. When Ralph finds Jack's wallet on a morn-
ing stroll through the Village, and returns it, he is entirely unprepared for the complex 
maze of sexual obsession and disturbing psychological intrigue he is about to be drawn 
into. Originally published in 1986. 
JACKSON, LISA west coast AFTER SHES GONE (#3) ($10.99) As teenagers, 
Cassie Kramer and her younger sister, Allie, survived a crazed fan who nearly killed 
their mother, a former Hollywood actress. Still, Cassie moved to L.A. from rural Ore-
gon, urging Allie to follow. Yet while Cassie struggled with her acting career, Allie, 
suddenly driven, rose to stardom. But now her body double has been shot on-set--and 
Allie is missing. As police investigate, Cassie begins to look like a suspect, the jealous 
sister who finally snapped. Soon the media goes into a frenzy, and Cassie ends up in a 
Portland psych ward. Is she just imagining the sinister figure at her bedside, whispering 
about Allie? Is someone trying to help or drive her mad? Convinced she's the only one 
who can find Allie, Cassie checks herself out of the hospital. But a slew of macabre 
murders--each victim masked with a likeness of a member of Cassie's family--makes 
her fear for her life, and her sanity. And with each discovery, Cassie realizes that no 
one can be trusted to keep her safe, least of all herself. 
JAGO, JANE WRONG HAND ($16.99) We all make mistakes. Moments that 
change us and the path we are on irrevocably. For Rachel Allen it was the moment that 
she let her son's hand slip from hers. For Danny Simpson and Graham Harris it was the 
moment one of them took it. Seven years ago Danny and Graham were just children 
themselves, angry, marginalized and unguided. That was, until they committed a crime 
so heinous that three families were left devastated. They were no longer just boys. They 
were monsters. Released from juvenile detention, it is time for the boys, now men, to 
start again; new names, new people. But they can never escape who they are or what 
they did. And their own families, now notorious; the Allens, destroyed with grief; and 
the country at large have never been able to forget. They will always be running. They 
will always be hiding. But are some mistakes too large, the ripples to far reaching, to 
outrun forever? 
JENNINGS, MAUREEN tyler DEAD GROUND IN BETWEEN (#4) ($24.95) It' s 
late 1942; the war is still raging and the upcoming Christmas season looks bleak. De-
tective Inspector Tom Tyler is settling into his placement in Ludlow, Shropshire, a 
small town jammed with people sent there by the conflict. On the outskirts is an Italian 
PoW camp and many PoWs work on local farms where manpower is sorely needed. 
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Fraternizing is forbidden but, as Tyler knows only too well, the human heart has a way 
of crossing boundaries. Tyler's job is both to keep the peace and to enforce wartime reg-
ulations. Magistrate's court is busy. Then a troubled old man goes missing in a winter 
storm. The next day his body is discovered in a secret hideout supposedly known to 
very few. It soon becomes clear that a crime has been committed, and there is no short-
age of suspects. Tyler senses that the two evacuee children who found the body are not 
telling the entire truth, but when he goes to question them further, he learns they have 
taken off from their foster home. It becomes imperative that he find them. The first 
three in this excellent series are Season of Darkness, Beware This Boy and No Known 
Grave ($19.95 each).

JUNGSTEDT, MARI knutas DOUBLE SILENCE (#7) ($24) A man is pushed 
from a cliff; a woman is missing after a bike ride; an elderly man is washed ashore. The 
friends are closer than most too close, some might say. Every year they leave their cosy 
suburban neighbourhood to go on holiday together to a remote Swedish island. But this 
year, their holiday won't go as expected. A terrible series of tragedies will unfold, seem-
ingly random, all somehow connected. Detective Superintendent Anders Knutas will 
have to look into the friends' tangled pasts to find the truth. What malevolent force has 
followed them to the island? Or was it amongst them all along? Even the closest friends 
don't share everything. 
JUNGSTEDT, MARI knutas DANGEROUS GAME (#8) ($25) When Jenny is 
spotted by a high-profile modelling agency, she goes from ordinary schoolgirl to celeb-
rity overnight. Suddenly her life is a whirlwind of parties and glamour. Agnes used to 
be a model too but now she lies in a hospital bed, slowly being destroyed by an eating 
disorder. Her father sits by her day after day, praying that his only remaining daughter 
survives. An attempted murder during a lavish photoshoot means that Jenny's and 
Agnes' lives will soon intersect in the most terrifying of ways. 
KALTEIS, DIETRICH TRIGGERFISH ($14.95) You know you’re in deep water 
when you can’t tell cop from criminal. Rene Beckman is a dishonoured ex-cop with on-
ly two things on his mind: his new boat, the Triggerfish, and his hot date, an environ-
mentalist named Vicki. When the two unknowingly dock the boat in the same secluded 
cove as a Mexican cartel’s drug submarine, the date ends with a bang. With the cartel’s 
coke-for-guns deal with local bikers torched by Beckman, he’s forced to go on the run 
with half the underworld chasing him through the streets of Vancouver and the waters 
surrounding it. While he tries to stay alive, a woman from Beckman’s past—currently 
on the run from CSIS and the anti-terror squad—comes back to settle an old 
score. When the gangs start to go after his friends, the ex-cop stops running and turns 
the tables. With a ragtag crew of his own, Beckman faces the cartel and bikers head on.  
KARJEL, ROBERT SWEDE ($19.99) At a remote military base on an island in 
the Indian Ocean, the FBI is trying to get a prisoner to confess. But the detainee, a sus-
pect in an Islamist-inspired terrorist attack in the United States, refuses to talk. Ernst 
Grip, a Swedish security officer, has no idea why he’s been dispatched to New York 
City. The FBI agent he meets on arrival, Shauna Friedman, seems to know a little too 
much about him. And when he arrives at his real destination, the American authorities 
have just one question: Is their suspect a Swedish citizen?In the process of uncovering 
the prisoner’s true identity, Grip discovers the man’s ties to a group of other suspects—
a ruthless American arms dealer, a Czech hit man, a mysterious nurse from Kansas, and 
a heartbreakingly naïve Pakistani. The closer Grip gets to the truth, the more complicat-
ed the deception becomes. Who is real and who is leading a double life? 
KELLER, JULIA bell elkins LAST RAGGED BREATH (#4) ($22.99) Royce 
Dillard doesn't remember much about the day his parents—and one hundred and twenty
-three other souls—died in the 1972 Buffalo Creek disaster. He was only two years old 
when he was ripped from his mother's arms. But now, Dillard, who lives off the grid 
with only a passel of dogs for company, is fighting for his life one more time; he's on 
trial for murder. Prosecutor Bell Elkins faces her toughest challenge yet in this story of 
vengeance, greed, and the fierce struggle for social justice. 
KELLOUGH, JANET lewis WISHFUL SEEING (#5) ($11.99) A body is discov-
ered on an isolated island in Rice Lake. Saddlebag preacher Thaddeus Lewis is sent on 
a desperate hunt for the truth when a woman for whom he feels a guilty attraction 
stands accused of the murder. Meanwhile, railway mania grips the county: everyone ex-
pects to get rich off the Cobourg–Peterborough rail line—some at the expense of oth-
ers. Aided by his fifteen-year-old granddaughter and a charming but inexperienced law-
yer, Thaddeus defends the woman while privately questioning his motives for doing so. 
With little hard evidence to go on, the courtroom battle to prove the woman’s inno-
cence seems doomed—until a startling discovery gives the case a fighting chance. But 
the trio’s digging uncovers a conspiracy that could threaten the future of the entire dis-
trict. With the fortunes of the county, and his own future, on the line, Thaddeus strug-
gles against shady characters and his own conscience to solve the crime. 
KHAN, VASEEM ganesh PERPLEXING THEFT OF THE JEWEL IN THE 
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CROWN (#2) ($19.49) For centuries, the Koh-i-Noor diamond has set man against man 
and king against king. Now part of the British Crown Jewels, the priceless gem is a 
prize that many have killed to possess. So when the Crown Jewels go on display in 
Mumbai, security is everyone's principal concern. And yet, on the very day Inspector 
Chopra visits the exhibition, the diamond is stolen from under his nose. The heist was 
daring and seemingly impossible. The hunt is on for the culprits. But it soon becomes 
clear that only one man—and his elephant—can possibly crack this case...A sequel to 
the delightful The Unexpected Inheritance of Inspector Chopra (#1) ($19.49). 
LAND, JON strong STRONG LIGHT OF DAY (#7) ($13.99) Caitlin Strong is a 
fifth generation Texas Ranger as quick with her wits as she is with her gun. Over the 
years she's taken on all manner of criminals and miscreants, thwarting the plans of vil-
lains to do vast damage to the country and state she loves. But none of that has prepared 
Caitlin for an investigation that pits her against ruthless billionaire oilman Calum Dane, 
whose genetically engineered pesticide may have poisoned a large swath of the state. 
How that poisoning is connected to the disappearance of thirty high school students 
from a Houston prep school, including the son of her outlaw lover Cort Wesley Mas-
ters, presents Caitlin with the greatest and most desperate challenge of her career. As if 
that wasn't enough, she also has to deal with a crazed rancher whose entire herd of cat-
tle has been picked clean to the bone by something science can't explain. 
LESTER, MEERA farmette BEELINE TO MURDER (#1) ($8.99) Ex-cop Abigail 
Mackenzie has started a second career--as a farmer. Raising chickens, keeping bees, 
and growing heirloom vegetables on her farmette in the Bay Area, Abby has a peaceful 
life. Yet trouble just seems to make a beeline for her. . .When Abby attempts to deliver 
her artisanal honey to local pastry chef Jean-Louis Bonheur and finds him dead in his 
shop, her investigative instincts kick in. After the chef's handsome brother insists on 
hiring Abby to find out who killed Jean-Louis, she must sort through a swarm of sus-
pects. But as she closes in on the truth, she'll need more than her beekeeper suit to pro-
tect her from a killer's sting. . . 
MACFETRIDGE/MCFETRIDGE, JOHN eddie ONE OR THE OTHER (#3) 
($14.95) In the weeks before hosting the 1976 Summer Olympics, the Montreal police 
are tightening security to prevent another catastrophe like the ’72 games in Munich. But 
it isn’t tight enough to stop nearly three million dollars being stolen in a bold daytime 
Brink’s truck robbery. As the high-profile heist continues to baffle the police, Constable 
Eddie Dougherty gets a chance to prove his worth as a detective when he’s assigned to 
assist the suburban Longueuil force in investigating the deaths of two teenagers return-
ing from a rock concert across the Jacques Cartier Bridge. Were they mugged and 
thrown from the bridge? Or was it a murder-suicide? With tensions running high in the 
city and his future career at stake, Dougherty faces the limits of the force and of his 
own policing, and has to decide when to settle and when justice is the only thing that 
should be obeyed. An excellent series set in Montreal of the 70s. Start with Black Rock 
(#1) and A Little More Free (#2) ($14.95 each). 
MACKENZIE/MCKENZIE, GRANT KARMA ($23.50) Tom Hackett, a Seattle-
based freelance photojournalist, is always looking for the perfect front-page splash, but 
when he stumbles into the bloody path of the mysterious group known as K.A.R.M.A., 
he quickly discovers that its thirst for revenge is unquenchable—and it won't let anyone 
get in its way. 
MAITLAND, BARRY belltree CRUCIFIXION CREEK (#1) ($25) A meth-
addicted biker shoots a woman during a police siege. An elderly couple commit suicide 
on the terrace of their favorite café. An unidentified white male is stabbed to death in 
the street. For Sydney homicide detective Harry Belltree, not long out of the military 
and a grueling tour of Afghanistan, these three deaths appear to be just another day at 
the office. Until, that is, he identifies the stabbing victim as his own brother-in-law 
Greg, and journalist Kelly Pool suggests there's a link between the three incidents. It 
seems Greg and the old couple had ties to the same man, a corrupt money man with a 
murky past and friends in both high places and low. An action-packed thriller from the 
author of the much more sedate London-based series featuring Brock and Kolla.  
MATHEWS, FRANCINE folger DEATH IN ROUGH WATER (#2) ($19.95) 
When Joe Duarte, a fishing boat captain with decades of experience on the wild seas off 
Nantucket, is swept overboard during a spring storm, his death is pronounced acci-
dental. But his estranged daughter, Del, is convinced it’s murder. She moves back to 
Nantucket to get closer to the truth, and enlists her old friend, detective Merry Folger, 
to help. But Del is also hiding secrets of her own, and the police are not inclined to help 
her with what they see as a wild goose chase. Merry has to defy her boss—her father—
in order to investigate. First published in 1995 and sequel to Death in the Off Season 
(#1) ($9.99) 
MAY, PETER COFFIN ROAD ($24) In his latest myster y set in Scotland and the 
Outer Hebrides, the author spins a tale about three disparate cases that may or may not 
be linked... 
MAYLE, PETER levitt DIAMOND CAPER (#4) ($20) When a Riviera socialite’s 
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diamonds are stolen—the latest in a string of seemingly unconnected but increasingly 
audacious jewelry heists across France—Peter Mayle’s bon vivant and master sleuth, 
Sam Levitt, and his partner, Elena Morales, are soon on the case. In these “perfect 
crimes,” Sam sees the hand of a master criminal, but as he and Elena dig deeper, they 
begin to realize just how dangerous it may be to pursue the truth. In the midst of all the 
excitement, there’s a house to renovate, rosé to share, and feasts of the Provençal sum-
mer bounty to enjoy…another delightful adventure. 
MELVILLE, ALAN QUICK CURTAIN ($25)  
MIRANDA, MEGAN ALL THE MISSING GIRLS ($22) The author  (1910-1983) 
was a well-known television broadcaster, as well as a playwright, producer and script-
writer. Among his works are several crime novels from the 1930s, often set in the popu-
lar entertainment world he knew at first hand. A British Library Crime Classics. 
MOLINER, SARA WHISPERING CITY ($16.99) Barcelona, 1952: General Fran-
co's fascist government is at the height of its oppressive powers, casting a black shadow 
across the city. When wealthy socialite Mariona Sobrerroca is found dead in her man-
sion in the exclusive Tibidabo district, the police scramble to seize control of the inves-
tigation. Ana Martí Noguer, an eager young journalist, is surprised to be assigned this 
important story, shadowing Inspector Isidro Castro. But Ana soon realises that a bundle 
of strange letters unearthed at the scene point to a sequence of events dramatically dif-
ferent from the official version.

MURPHY, K L cancini STAY OF EXECUTION (#1) ($14.99) Little Spr ings was 
just a small college town, the kind of place where everyone knew everyone and crime 
was virtually nonexistent—until a series of rapes and murders at the college shook the 
community to its core. Only the arrest and conviction of Leo Spradlin, the “Coed Kill-
er,” could end the terror. Years later, Spradlin is suddenly cleared based on unshakable 
DNA evidence, and no one is more surprised than Detective Mike Cancini. As new 
questions arise about the true identity of the murderer, Cancini struggles to accept his 
role in the conviction of an innocent man. But when the attacks begin again, Cancini is 
not the only one who worries a mistake has been made.

NADEL, BARBARA hakim PRIVATE BUSINESS (#1) ($15.99) Former cop PI Lee 
Arnold and his Muslim assistant Mumtaz Hakim run a detective agency in a community 
fraught with conflict and tension. It is London 2012 and Stratford in the East End is at 
the center of the world; but next to the Olympic Park are some of the poorest and most 
crime-ridden streets in the city. Approached by a terrified woman, Arnold and Hakim 
start to investigate her fears that someone is following her. But what they discover turns 
the inquiry in an even more sinister direction. 
NADEL, BARBARA ikmen ON THE BONE (#18) ($16.99) On a buzzing street in 
the fashionable district of Beyoglu, a young man drops dead. Ümit Kavas's death was 
natural but the autopsy betrays a shocking truth: his last meal was human flesh. Under 
desperate pressure from their superiors, Inspector Cetin Ikmen and his colleague 
Mehmet Süleyman begin their most obscure investigation yet. How did Ümit Kavas, 
apparently a good, liberal man, come to partake in the greatest taboo of all? Did he act 
alone? And who was his victim? Soon they find themselves embroiled in a dark web of 
underground worlds: of Turkey's old secular elite; a community of squatters; and a new 
gastronomy scene breaking every boundary.

After all, there aren’t many police 
officers who can say they have a convicted murderer for an ex-girlfriend. So when a 
woman is murdered on his patch, Donal throws himself into the case. As the first per-
son on the scene, Donal can’t forget the horrific sight that faced him and he knows this 
case can’t go unsolved. But how do you solve a case with no lead suspect and no evi-
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dence? As his past catches up with him, Donal is forced to confront his demons and the 
girl he left behind. But what will crack first, the case or Donal? 
NEVILLE, STUART flanagan THOSE WE LEFT BEHIND (#1) ($19.95) Ciaran 
Devine, who made Belfast headlines seven years ago as the “schoolboy killer,” is about 
to walk free. At the age of twelve, he confessed to the brutal murder of his foster father; 
his testimony mitigated the sentence of his older brother, Thomas, who was also found 
at the crime scene, covered in blood. But DCI Serena Flanagan, the only officer who 
could convince a young, frightened Ciaran to speak, has silently harbored doubts about 
his confession all this time. Ciaran’s release means a long-anticipated reunion with 
Thomas, who still wields a dangerous influence over his younger brother. Meanwhile, 
Serena Flanagan has just returned to the force from her battle with breast cancer, only 
to endure the pitying looks of her coworkers and a mountain of open case files. She will 
soon discover that even closed cases can unleash terror on the streets of Belfast. 
OSWALD, JAMES maclean DAMAGE DONE (#6) ($24) When a police raid in 
Edinburgh goes horribly wrong, the only silver lining for Inspector Tony McLean is a 
discovery that could lead to a long-lost girl from his early days on the beat. Haunted by 
the mystery of what happened to her, McLean begins to dig into a case he thought long 
buried. But the shadows of the past are soon eclipsed by crimes in the present as a se-
ries of strange and gruesome deaths shock the city. As McLean's investigation draws 
him ever deeper into the upper echelons of Edinburgh society, it will not only be his ca-
reer on the line—but his life as well. 
PARRIS, S J giordano brun CONSPIRACY (#5) ($24.95) December  1585: King 
Henri III of France is the last of his line. He has appointed a Protestant as his successor, 
which has caused a three-way war in his country. As a result, the king is in mortal fear 
of a coup being orchestrated by the ultra-conservative Catholic League. Radical philos-
opher, ex-monk and spy Giordano Bruno, forced to return to Paris, is called upon by 
King Henri to unearth the mystery behind several mysterious but linked deaths. Each 
victim is connected to a larger plot to manipulate the royal succession; what they knew 
and who killed them is a mystery to be solved. Meanwhile, Bruno makes an uneasy alli-
ance with Charles Paget, a key figure in the community of English Catholics who tried 
to assassinate Queen Elizabeth. When Bruno is implicated in the death of Leonie, a 
member of the Queen Mother's "Flying Squadron," he is forced to call on Paget and his 
connections for help--and finds that it comes with a price, involving an old enemy. 
PENNY, LOUISE NATURE OF THE BEAST (#11) ($22.99) Hardly a day goes by 
when nine year old Laurent Lepage doesn't cry wolf. From alien invasions, to walking 
trees, to winged beasts in the woods, to dinosaurs spotted in the village of Three Pines, 
his tales are so extraordinary no one can possibly believe him. Including Armand and 
Reine-Marie Gamache, who now live in the little Quebec village. But when the boy dis-
appears, the villagers are faced with the possibility that one of his tall tales might have 
been true. And so begins a frantic search for the boy and the truth. What they uncover 
deep in the forest sets off a sequence of events that leads to murder, leads to an old 
crime, leads to an old betrayal. Leads right to the door of an old poet. Armand 
Gamache, the former head of homicide for the Sûreté du Québec, must face the possi-
bility that, in not believing the boy, he himself played a terrible part in what happens 
next. 
PERONA, ELIZABETH bucket MURDER ON THE BUCKET LIST (#1) ($22) 
The septuagenarian women of the Summer Ridge Bridge Club have gathered in secret 
late one July night to check skinny-dipping off their bucket list. But as Francine ob-
serves, the jittery members seem more obsessed with body issues and elaborate prepa-
rations than actually stripping down and getting in the pool. A pungent smell emanating 
from the pool shed provides a perfect distraction. When a dead body flops out, it’s an 
answered prayer for Charlotte, since the first item on her list is to solve a mur-
der. Unfortunately for Charlotte and Francine, before they can discover who really 
killed the man, they must negotiate neighborhood tours of the crime scene, press cover-
age of their skinny-dipping, an angry homeowners’ association, a disastrous appearance 
on Good Morning America, media offers sought by a hungry publicist, and a clever kill-
er.  
PERONA, ELIZABETH bucket MURDER UNDER THE COVERED BRIDGE 
(#2) ($22) Working on a television taping to promote the Parke County Covered Bridge 
Festival, the Skinny-Dipping Grandmas decide to use their access to the Roseville 
Bridge to cross #39 off Charlotte’s bucket list: Be a Sexy Calendar Girl. But the photo 
shoot is interrupted by gunshots and Francine’s cousin William stumbling down the 
riverbank followed by a man with a gun. William sustains life-threatening injuries, but 
is it attempted homicide? Francine and Charlotte go into detective mode to uncover the 
secret William knew about the shooter. Their success, however, depends on surviving 
two arson events, a séance, a shortage of Mary Ruth’s wildly popular corn fritter do-
nuts, memory-challenged nursing home residents, and a killer who refuses to go up in 
flames.  
PETERSON, ANN VOSS PUSHED TOO FAR ($26) Two years ago a woman was 
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brutally murdered, her body burned until only ash and shattered bone remained. Police 
Sergeant Valerie Ryker solved that case, putting psychopath Dixon Hess in prison for 
life, and becoming the first female police chief of her tiny Wisconsin town. Then the 
original murder victim turns up in a frozen lake, all in one piece and only recently dead, 
and Val must enter a race against time. In only forty-eight hours, Hess will be set free, 
and he wants payback. And Val, her town, and everyone she loves are at the top of his 
list. But surviving Hess's vengeance is only part of her dilemma. For there's another 
killer in Lake Loyal. One who may be closer to Val than she knows...and Val will need 
all the help she can get. 
QUINN, SPENCER chet bernie SCENTS AND SENSIBILITY (#8) ($22) In the 
latest entry in the Chet and Bernie mystery series, PI Bernie Little and his canine com-
panion Chet return home to encounter some alarming developments. First off, Bernie’s 
wall safe—normally hidden behind the waterfall picture in the office—is gone, and 
with it Bernie’s grandfather’s watch, their most valuable possession. And next door, old 
Mr. Parsons is under investigation for being in possession of a saguaro cactus illegally 
transplanted from the desert. Bernie and Chet go into the desert to investigate. Is it pos-
sible that such a lovely old couple have a terrible secret in their past? What they discov-
er is far worse that cactus smuggling… 
RANKIN, IAN rebus EVEN DOGS IN THE WILD (#20) ($11.99) Retirement 
doesn't suit John Rebus. He wasn't made for hobbies, holidays or home improvements. 
Being a cop is in his blood. So when DI Siobhan Clarke asks for his help on a case, Re-
bus doesn't need long to consider his options. Clarke's been investigating the death of a 
senior lawyer whose body was found along with a threatening note. On the other side of 
Edinburgh, Big Ger Cafferty—Rebus's long-time nemesis—has received an identical 
note and a bullet through his window. Now it's up to Clarke and Rebus to connect the 
dots and stop a killer. Meanwhile, DI Malcolm Fox joins forces with a covert team 
from Glasgow who are tailing a notorious crime family. There's something they want, 
and they'll stop at nothing to get it. It's a game of dog eat dog—in the city, as in the 
wild. 
REDMOND, PATRICK ALL SHE EVER WANTED ($16.99) For  Tina Ryan, fall-
ing in love is the worst thing that could ever happen to her. Love is a refuge for the 
weak, lonely and needy. Once she was like that herself—but no longer. Recovering 
from a turbulent, tormented childhood, she has reinvented herself as Chrissie: strong, 
self-reliant and firmly in control. She is everything she ever wanted to be and nothing 
will ever be allowed to threaten that. But she is also human. So when love does force its 
way into her life, leaving her utterly shocked and exposed, her new and carefully con-
structed personality is in peril. And nothing can ever be allowed to do that. Control 
must be maintained and feelings must be on her terms. No matter how dreadful those 
terms might be. 
RHODES, KATE quentin RIVER OF SOULS (#4) ($15.99) Jude Shelley, the 
daughter of a prominent cabinet minister, was assaulted and left for dead in the river 
Thames. Her attacker was never caught. A year later, forensic psychologist Alice 
Quentin is asked to re-examine the case. Then another body is found: an elderly priest, 
washed up at Westminster Pier. An ancient glass bead is tied to his wrist. Alice is cer-
tain that the Shelleys are hiding something—and that there will be more victims unless 
she can persuade them to share what they know. The Thames has always been a site of 
violent sacrifice. And Alice is about to learn that some people still believe in its pow-
er... 
RINSKY, E Z PALINDROME ($14.99) Pr ivate Eye Frank Lamb's business is sim-
ple: He finds things. Be it the world’s hottest pepper seed in a South American dicta-
tor's safe or a pair of Italian art forgers sipping Prosecco in a Miami hotel room, he de-
livers the goods and collects his check, never with a smile. Work is work, and he 
doesn’t let it get in the way of the life he’s made for himself and his ten-year-old 
daughter, Sadie. But when a staggeringly beautiful woman offers him a small fortune to 
find a cassette tape, curiosity gets the better of him. It contains, she explains, a record-
ing her sister’s kidnapper made of her last three minutes on Earth. She conveniently 
fails to mention the unsettling effects the tape is rumored to have on listeners. Frank 
takes the case, and enlists the help of reclusive tracker Courtney Lavagnino to pick up a 
trail that's been cold for five years. As their search leads them through a horrifying lab-
yrinth of murder and madness, it becomes clear they're chasing much more than a me-
mento. 
ROBB, J D BROTHERHOOD IN DEATH ($10.99) Just as Dennis Mira is about 
to confront his cousin Edward about selling the West Village brownstone that belonged 
to their grandfather, he gets a shock: Edward is in front of him, bruised and 
bloody...and then everything goes black. When Dennis comes to, Edward is gone. 
Luckily Dennis’s wife is a top profiler for the NYPSD—and a close colleague of Lieu-
tenant Eve Dallas. Now Eve is determined to uncover the secrets of Edward Mira and 
learn what enemies he may have made in his long career as a lawyer, judge, and sena-
tor. A badge and a billionaire husband can get you access to places others can’t go, and 
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Eve intends to shine some light on the dirty deals and dark motives behind the disap-
pearance of a powerful man, the family discord over a multimillion-dollar piece of real 
estate...and a new case that no one saw coming. 
ROBERTS, NORA LIAR ($10.49) Shelby Foxwor th lost her  husband. Then she 
lost her illusions…The man who took her from Tennessee to an exclusive Philadelphia 
suburb left her in crippling debt. He was an adulterer and a liar, and when Shelby tracks 
down his safe-deposit box, she finds multiple IDs. The man she loved wasn’t just dead. 
He never really existed. Shelby takes her three-year-old daughter and heads south to 
seek comfort in her hometown, where she meets someone new: Griff Lott, a successful 
contractor. But her husband had secrets she has yet to discover. Even in this small town, 
surrounded by loved ones, danger is closer than she knows—and threatens Griff, as 
well. And an attempted murder is only the beginning... 
SIMENON, GEORGES MAIGRET IN NEW YORK ($16) When the son of a 
wealthy businessman fears for his father's life, Maigret is plucked from retirement to 
visit New York on an unlikely quest. The twenty-seventh book in the new Penguin 
Maigret series. 
SINGH, AVTAR NECROPOLIS ($23.50) DCP Sajan Dayal of the Delph police. His 
heavyset middle-assistant, a Punjabi named Kapoor—who is a legend in the Delhi po-
lice for his connections and pragmatic approach to law enforcement. And an idealistic 
young officer named Smita Dhingra, who, unlike Kapoor, is from the elite Indian Police 
Service. This novel follows the three officers as they find their pursuit of a serial collec-
tor of fingers spiraling into encounters with would-be vampires and werewolves, ram-
pant sexual violence, the political pressures that attend every aspect of life in a capital 
city. Necropolis weaves poetry, brothels, ministers and migrants into a heady, twisted 
and dark tale. It peels back the layers from a city that is simultaneously in thrall to its 
past, hostage to its present and bitterly divided as to its future. This is a nuanced study 
of the politics of origin and the dilemmas of ownership and class, an investigation into 
the arrhythmic heart of Delhi. 
SWANSTON, ANDREW WATERLOO THE BRAVEST MAN ($18.99) June, 
1815. The Coldstream Guards and the third guards are waiting impatiently for orders to 
move into battle against Napoleon and his French army. Every day seems endless as the 
troops wait for Wellington's orders. When word is finally received, the path to glory it 
is not quite what the troops were hoping for. Hours of marching during the day are fol-
lowed by restless nights' sleep in the rain, dampening their spirits and weakening mo-
rale. When the group eventually encounter the French in battle, a special command 
comes from Wellington himself to Colonel James Macdonell of the Coldstream Guards: 
hold the chateau at Hougoumont and do not let the French pass. What happens next is 
history. 
SAETERBAKKEN, STIG INVISIBLE HANDS ($24) Inspector  Kr istian Wold is 
assigned to a year-old missing person’s case. His superiors’ instructions are clear: one 
last review before they shelve it. Nevertheless, when the mother of the 14-year-old 
missing girl asks to see him, his conscience gets the better of him and he agrees to a 
meeting; a meeting that has unforeseen consequences for both of them. 
THURLO, AIMEE&DAVID post LOOKING THROUGH DARKNESS (#2) 
($22.99) Josephine Buck runs a trading post just off the Navajo Reservation. Widow 
Leigh Ann Vance is Jo's right-hand woman, using work to fill the emptiness in her life. 
Shortly after her husband, Kurt, was killed, Leigh Ann discovered he had been cheating 
on her. Leigh Ann's trust issues make her unable to acknowledge her feelings for blind 
sculptor Melvin Littlewater. Kurt's business partners accuse Leigh Ann of helping Kurt 
embezzle and the police wonder if she murdered him. She turns to Melvin for help but 
he is fighting his own demons, haunted by memories of a young girl he saw moments 
before the car crash that cost him his sight. Together, Leigh Ann and Melvin delve into 
the darkest moments of their pasts, searching for truth and light.  
TOPOL, ALLAN page ARGENTINE TRIANGLE (#4) ($18.50) Former  CIA di-
rector Craig Page is enjoying a new, exhilarating life racing cars across Europe. But 
when new dangers threaten America and an old friend goes missing in Argentina, will 
Craig be ready to step up to the plate? Undercover in the glamorous world of Buenos 
Aires' wealthy elite, Page finds himself on the brink of a terrible discovery. A world of 
brutality hidden in the classified secrets of Argentina's Dirty War comes to light, paint-
ing an image of the cataclysmic future awaiting South America. Sequel to The Russian 
Endgame (#3) ($18.50).  
TOPOL, ALLAN page RUSSIAN ENDGAME (#3) ($18.50) When former KGB 
agent Dimitri Orlov orchestrates an alliance between two world powers bent on domi-
nation, he unleashes a powerful chain of events that will rock the Western World. The 
agenda? Eliminate the President of the United States and seize classified military wea-
ponry capable of shifting the balance of world power.

UNSWORTH, CATHI WITHOUT THE MOON ($19.95) London dur ing the long, 
dark days of the Blitz: a city outwardly in ruins, weakened by exhaustion and rationing.
